family member 8 weeks after first dose;

e and for all other 12-15 years olds, 91 days after first dose;

* any family member and NHS staff worker for any dose will also be able to attend.

* Where: Our Vaccine Centre is being held in the Institute in the Park (adjacent to main hospital) at the Eaton
Road entrance (use L12 2AP for sat navs). Please do not enter the main hospital building.

7:30pm

* Parking: Please note that there is no car parking on site for the Vaccine Centre. The Multi-Storey &
Emergency Department car parks are strictly for patients and families attending their booked outpatient
appointments, inpatient admissions, A&E service.

Please do not attend if you
have symptoms of COVID-19.

As this is a walk-in service, we are expecting high demand, so please consider which day and time you can
attend over the 8-day period of our vaccine clinic.
